However, it was|
ot until Hooton, Stewart, and some others who combined paleopathol-
ogy with paleodemography that scientists succeeded to get a populatio
erspective on health. More recently, Jarcho and Brothwell, working o
one pathologists, gained a better understanding of the ancient diseases
of the mummies. This cooperation among scholars, the most prominen
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one being William Ortner, led to a revolution 1n the study of bone]
iology and responses to diseases. Owing to the spread of this knowl-
edge in the world, the aim of this article is make readers familiar]
ith this field, and encourage them to work in and promote this field,

exploring the ancient legacy of this country.
